1. Remove the stock gauge cluster from the dash and retain the factory hardware for reassembly.

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2. Separate the bezel from the rest of the cluster by removing the seven screws on the backside. Retain 
six of these screws for reassembly. 

3. With the bare bezel lying face down, fit the HDX system into place and secure it to the bezel using 
six original screws from disassembly. 

 

4. Secure the angle mounting brackets to the bottom side of the HDX system using the supplied 3/8” 
screws while aligning the bracket to the bezel mounting hole. The brackets have a slot at each end 
for proper adjustment; the end with the shorter slot gets mounted to the HDX system.
